ÁCelebrating cultural holidays

ÁEating ethnic foods

ÁHelps fight racial bias, which sets in as early as 3 years old

ÁPhysical well -being and motor development

ÁSocial and emotional development

ÁGeneral knowledge and language development

ÁReadiness in the school
ÁFacilitates smooth transition into school

ÁMeets needs of children at all levels of readiness

ÁSupports parents and teachers in these goals

ÁReadiness of the family and community
ÁExcellent prenatal care for mothers

ÁAccess to high -quality pre -school programs

ÁRace-based differences in school readiness can be detected as early as 9 months of age

ÁSchool performance

ÁAcademic achievement

ÁFactual knowledge

ÁProblem solving skills

ÁMental and behavioral health

ÁEnhanced self -esteem

ÁBetter anger control

ÁReduced anxiety

ÁReduced physical aggression

ÁFewer problem behaviors



ÁCPR involves exposing children to culturally relevant books , 
artifacts, music, and stories

ÁCPR can lead to academic achievement

ÁOur hypothesis: 

ÁSharing culturally relevant books with children early in life will 
improve their readiness for school

ÁOur book -sharing intervention (CPR4ESR) is based on the national 
Reach Out and Read Program

ÁMore books in the home

ÁParents 2.5 times more likely to read aloud to their children

ÁLanguage skills improved by 2 -6 months among preschoolers

ÁHelps develop a part of the brain important for learning to read

ÁFamilies found their pediatrician more helpful

ÁPediatricians rated the parents they served more receptive

ÁParticipating staff more committed to their communities
